Genealogy: The Priesthood Of Israel

1 Chron. 24:1 – 5 “ And the courses of the sons of Aaron were these. The sons of Aaron: Nadab and Abihu, Eleazar and Ithamar. But Nadab and Abihu died before their father and had no children: therefore Eleazar and Ithamar executed the priest’s office. And David with Zadok of the sons of Eleazar, and Ahimelech of the sons of Ithamar, divided them according to their ordering in their service. And there were more chief men found of the sons of Eleazar than of the sons of Ithamar; and thus they were divided: of the sons of Eleazar there were sixteen, heads of fathers’ houses; and of the sons of Ithamar, according to their fathers’ houses, eight. Thus were they divided by lot, one sort with another; for there were princes of the sanctuary, and princes of God, both of the sons of Eleazar, and of the sons of Ithamar.”

Produced sixteen heads of father’s houses which served the priesthood along with eight from Ithamar. 1 Chr. 24:3-5





Overseer to the Gershonites & Merarites. Num. 4:28, 33








Tribe of Judah; sister of Nashon, father of Salmon who married Rahab & begot Boaz, who married Ruth. Ex. 6:23, Ruth 4:18-22








Samuel descended from Izhar 1 Chron. 6:33-38








Brother of Ichabod. His son Ahijah was with Saul at Gibeah with the ark & ephod. 1 Sam. 14:3








Gave David shewbread & Goliath’s sword. Was slain by Doeg at Nob, by Saul’s command. 1 Sam. 22:10, 18








Escaped slaughter of the priests at Nob & came to David. 1 Sam. 22:20-23


Shared priesthood with Zadok. 1 Chr. 15:11, 2 Sam. 15:24ff


Faithful to David during Absalom’s rebellion. 2 Sam. 15, 17:15, 19:11


Joined Adonijah when he sought to seize throne from Solomon. 1 Kg. 1:7


Solomon cast him out; fulfilling prophecy concerning Eli’s house. 1 Kg. 2:27


Put Zadok in his place. 1Kg. 2:35

Ministered to David at Hebron after Saul’s death. 1 Chron. 12:23-28


Assisted David in bringing the ark to Jerusalem. 1 Chron. 15:11-13


Accompanied David with the ark when he fled from Absalom. Stayed with David until sent as spy toJerusalem. 2 Sam. 15:24-36; 17:15, 17-21


Remained loyal to David: anointed Solomon as king in Gihon. 1 Kg. 1:8-45


Favored by Solomon who cast out Abiathar & put Zadok in his place. 1Kg. 2:35 








High priest in days of Josiah, king of Judah. Discovered book of the Law while cleaning the temple. 2 Kg. 22-23, 2 Chron. 34
